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During his more than 40-year career, Chicago artist Pope.L has explored power disparities in
language, gender, race, community and the environment across many mediums and
disciplines. His exhibition with Modern Art centers on Skin Set, an ongoing project involving
a number of text-inflected works that consider the construction of language, identity and
stereotype as notation, holes and— frequently— humor.
